AMENDING AND EXTENDING EMERGENCY 

PROCLAMATIONS 20-05 and 20-15, et seq. 
 

20-15.11 
DEPARTMENT OF LICENSING 

 
 
WHEREAS, on March 16, 2020, I issued Proclamation 20-15, waiving and suspending 
statutes relating to in-person Department of Licensing eye examinations and renewals 
of driver’s licenses and identification cards; and 
 
WHEREAS, on under the provisions of RCW 43.06.220(4), the statutory waivers and 
suspensions of Proclamation 20-15, et seq., have been periodically extended by the 
leadership of the Washington State Senate and House of Representatives, which I have 
acknowledged in subsequent sequentially numbered proclamations; and 
 
WHEREAS, on January 15, 2021, under the provisions of RCW 43.06.220(4), the 
statutory waivers and suspensions of Proclamations 20-15, et seq., were extended by 
Senate Concurrent Resolution 8402 until the termination of the state of emergency 
pursuant to RCW 43.06.210, or until rescinded, whichever occurs first; and 
 
NOW THEREFORE, I, Jay Inslee, Governor of the state of Washington, do hereby 
proclaim that the statutory waivers and suspensions in Proclamation 20-15, et seq., and 
that Proclamation 20-15, et seq., is amended to recognize the extension of the statutory 
waivers and suspensions therein that by have been extended by the Washington State 
Legislature until termination of the state of emergency pursuant to RCW 43.06.210, or 
until rescinded, whichever occurs first.
